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Preface: he Impacts of COVID 19

The 2020 traffic count studies performed for this annual program were collected during an
ongoing global pandemic caused by Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVIB19). In addition to
government measures implemented to slow the spread of the disease, including stay-at-home
orders and limits on group activities, many schools, places of work, and human service agencies

transitioned to conducting business online.

The travel impact of the measures identified are quantified within the results of this traffic count study. As
the long-term transportation impact of the pandemic is uncertain, DSATS will continually assess the
methods and data presented when publishing lag-term trends. For this report, 2020 count data hasot
been included in growth trendspresentedin

1.INTRODUCTION

As the designated Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) for the DeKalb Urbanized Area,the
DeKalb-Sycamore Area Transportation Study (DSATS) is tasked with examining transportation
issues and needs in theMetropolitan Planning Area (MPA). This includesplanning tasks ranging
from demographic analyses of the community to the examination of travel patterns and trends.

In support of this mission, DSATShas performed annual traffic count stud ies within the DeKalb,

Sycamore, and Cortland areassince 2005 This program aids in the effective tracking of traffic

of the 1-88 Tollway, a large majority of regional minor arterials, and other regionally-significant

roadways. The data collection effort documented by this memorandum focuses on the DSATS

urbanized areaillustrated in Figure 2: DSATS Planning Area. A list of traffic count locations and

respective collection dates is provided in Table I Count Locations and Collection Dates . A map

illustrating both the traffic count locations and study corridors within the urbanized area is

provided in

Data Collection

In previous years (20052017), the DSATS count program used a combination of HiStar data
recorders, pneumatic tube counters, and video cameras to collect traffic data for various time
periods. Counts were performed in the spring and included both single -segment and intersection-
based counts for total vehicle traffic and truck traffic.

In 2018, DSATS began performing annual traffic count data collection using in-house personnel

in place of a contracted third party and implemented multiple improvements to the program

structure. First, the legacy data collection equipment was replaced with Miovision traffic video

camerasas a lessintrusive option that improves holistic intersection data collection and provides

consistent vehicle classification. The same vendor also provides processing and dashboarding
software for the collected video. Whi | e Mi ovi si onf6s processing softwa
four classifications (Figure 1 Miovision Vehicle Classification), buses, singleunit trucks, and

articulated trucks and aggregated into a single Heavy Vehicle (HV) classification in this report.

Second, to improve consistency with the lllinois Department of Tr ansportationds tra
program, each count duration was set at 24-hours. In addition, data collection was switched from

the spring to the fall to best capture Northern lllinois University on -campus student travel and

favorable weather. Data collection is performed on weekdays from October through December.

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2. ANALYSIS

A basic comparison of historic trends in traffic count data is a useful transportation planning tool.

It is noted that to develop a statistically valid trend in traffic growth, several years of data should
be included in the analysis. Depending on the count location, the historic data archive can range
from this being the first year for new sites to 15 years for primary roadways. For this report, 2021
traffic counts were compared to sites that had data collected in multiple years. Historic traffic
count comparisons and associaed intersection turning movement diagrams can be found in

Section 3.

Other important traffic comparison s include the continual tracking of vehicles entering and
leaving the region and intersection-volume tracking. Table 2: Traffic Entering and Exiting the

Community provides a general timeline comparison of ADT at respective primary entry points.
Table 3: 2021 Top-Five Highest Volume Intersections lists the top five highest-volume
intersections in the region. This table is broken out by ADT and ADTT respectively toemphasize
differences in roadway function.

Traffic growth rates along major study corridors are summarizedin Table 4.
